Community volunteers 
are a valuable resource that should be used in appropriate ways to enrich the educational programs 
offered by the Superintendent. 
 
The Board authorizes the use of community volunteers following procedures established in the 
Administrative Regulation.  Appropriate program managers shall oversee the use of volunteers in the 
programs under his/her direction.  Community volunteers may not be used to replace classified 
employees. 
 
An administrative regulation will specify the criteria to be used to screen potential volunteers.
